Bethany Pflueger is Professor of Music at Glendale College, where she teaches music theory,
chamber music, applied flute, and coordinates the Applied Music program. She holds degrees in
music education and flute performance, and did her doctoral studies at Northwestern University.

Ms. Pflueger is principal flutist of the Burbank, Peninsula, and West Los Angeles Symphonies.
She is an active freelance performer on flute and piccolo with regional orchestras and chamber
music groups. She is the recipient of a 2005 Grammy Award for her recorded piccolo
performance as a member of the Southwest Chamber Music ensemble.

Ms. Pflueger is the Conductor for the Glendale Community Orchestra. She is also the Assistant
Conductor for the Burbank Philharmonic Orchestra, and has conducted with the New Valley
Symphony Orchestra and the Summer Season Community Orchestra. Ms. Pflueger is also the
conductor for Opera Pasadena where she has led eight fully staged productions.
